Please -  

Be on the alert for snakes and red back spiders. 

Keep noise to a minimum level after 11pm. 

Pets are not permitted. 

Practice water and energy conservation in this rural 

area. 

Observe the pool rules displayed in the pool yard. 

A first-aid kit is located in the  Breezeway. 

The consumption of alcohol is permitted provided that 

the care and comfort of others is respected. 

Non prescription drugs are not permitted. 

Keep away from the river banks as the edges can be 

 unstable. 

Speed limit is strictly 10 km/hr on all roads. 

Do not enter Riverdell Residents private homes  

 without permission. 

Report breakages, equipment failure, damage, or need 

 for repair to Management as soon as possible. 

Dispose of rubbish thoughtfully. Recycling containers 

are located in the Breezeway under the table. 

Do not use massage or body oils in a way that will 

 transfer oils to any bedding.

Fire 
Please follow the usual precautions to ensure no fire haz-

ards occur - this is a high fire-risk zone.  

Take extra care in summer with dry grass and under

 growth.  

Do not leave glass or bottles lying around.  Reflected 

 sunlight can start a fire. 

Turn off heaters, lights, air conditioners, etc., when 

 leaving rooms or buildings. 

Do not smoke in any buildings.  Ashtrays are provided 

 outside.   

Ensure cigarettes and matches are completely  

 extinguished. 

Candles and incense must NOT be used without prior 

 Management approval or appropriate protective 

 trays. 

Take time to learn the locations of the nearest fire extin

 guisher and exits in your building.
